The main outline of this programme appeared in the autumn newsletter.

Each speaker at the meeting has been asked to limit his or her presentation to twenty minutes in
order to ensure adequate audience participation.

Simultaneous translation will be provided for the presidential address, the Annual General
Meeting, the address of the Distinguished Historian and the sessions on the National Policy and
the Film Documentary and the Historical Experience. The cost of this service has been defrayed
through the generous assistance of the Secretary of State.
